Umbrella terms such as ‘core informatics skills’ were not mapped as they provided no specifics of their included contents. Competencies were annotated with a ‘C’ to indicate
a ‘core’ skill where the curricula made specific mention to a baseline knowledge level or indicated healthcare IT professional skill levels. Where competencies described
domains as ‘fundamental’, e.g. the fundamentals of computer science, this was not deemed to be a core skill unless explicitly stated. Annotation with an ‘S’ indicates a
‘specialist’ skill e.g. artificial intelligence systems. If the document indicated a mix of skill levels that appeared in one IMIA domain it was mapped with () e.g. (S) indicates that
in the document standard and specialist skills were identified in the corresponding IMIA domain. If the competencies included aspects of computer science such as
programming or software design it was assumed that basic IT skills were a required core competency.
